With over 25 years of teaching expertise, David offers a supportive, step-by-step approach designed to guide you from the First Shot to Fine Art.
This thoughtfully structured workshop is designed to take you on a creative journey:
· Day One focuses on getting comfortable with your camera in the field—covering the fundamentals of composition, lighting, and camera settings, with plenty of time for hands-on exploration among the blooms.
· Day Two builds on your growing confidence by introducing intermediate techniques such as creative depth of field, exposure control, and editing methods to make the blooms pop off the screen. 
· Day Three emphasizes practice, personal feedback, and the introduction of advanced techniques like macro work, focus stacking, and adjusting images in Photoshop.
Throughout the workshop, participants will use David’s Wildflower Photography Workbook, filled with practical exercises to expand your skills and deepen your creative vision. Any camera is welcome, from basic to advanced DSLRs and/or Mirrorless Cameras, or even smartphones. No prior experience is necessary, just a love of wildflowers and a desire to see the world a little differently through the lens.
Designed especially for beginning to intermediate photographers, the workshop emphasizes personal attention and step-by-step instruction to help participants build confidence and skill in capturing the beauty of the wildflowers and landscapes. It is intentionally scheduled just before the start of the Crested Butte Wildflower Festival, a time when the trails are quieter yet still filled with vibrant blooms, often abundant lupine.
